ADEQUATE YEARLY PROGRESS

One hundred percent of students nationwide are expected to reach proficiency on math and literacy
exams by 2013-2014 required by the No Child Left Behind Act (NCLB). The chart below shows the
Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) students are expected to make each year. The percentages are based
on the total number of students proficient divided by the total number of students tested.

Valley View is currently identified as two schools: K-6 and 7-12. On the chart below, grades K-6 must
use the K-5 column, and grades 7-12 must use the 9-12 column to track scores. The district, both
schools, and all sub-groups exceed the AYP requirements for 2008-2009 and have all received achieving
status.

K-6 Mathematics---We have met AYP in all areas.

The annual expected performance level for K-5 math in 2008-2009 was 62.5% proficient. We currently
have two sub-groups: Caucasian and economically disadvantaged. Our performance levels include:
combined population 93.9% proficient, Caucasian 94.2% proficient and economically disadvantaged
85.1% proficient.

K-6 Literacy---We have met AYP in all areas.

The annual expected performance level for K-5 literacy in 2008-2009 was 64.0% proficient. We currently
have two sub-groups: Caucasian and economically disadvantaged. Our performance levels include:
combined population 90.1% proficient, Caucasian 90.2% proficient and economically disadvantaged
81.0%proficient.

7-12 Mathematics---We have met AYP in all areas.

The annual expected performance level for 9-12 mathematics in 2008-2009 was 55.75% proficient. We
currently have two sub-groups: Caucasian and economically disadvantaged. Our performance levels
include: combined population 84.7% proficient, Caucasian 86.0% proficient and economically
disadvantaged 69.4% proficient.

7-12 Literacy---We have met AYP in all areas.

The annual expected performance level for 9-12 literacy in 2008-2009 was 59.69% proficient. We
currently have two sub-groups: Caucasian and economically disadvantaged. Our performance levels
include: combined population 86.4% proficient, Caucasian 87.7% proficient, and economically
disadvantaged 74.7% proficient.
